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 The Genesis Track is designed for the “first” time festival attendee.   It’s for those choirs 

who have never attended a festival because they feel they aren’t quite ready for the large 

massed experience or feel they can’t learn the 7 pieces, some of which may be a stretch for 

the choir.  The Genesis Track will provide a smaller massed experience with fewer pieces to 

learn, all within reach of the level 2 choir.  All attendees will have access to all classes and 

concerts and will perform as part of a solo concert for the festival attendees. 

 

Greig Ashurst  has had a distinguished career teaching instrumental and choral music as 

well as technology in public and private schools in LA, NC,  and TX.  He is an active music 

educator, writer, percussionist, conductor and clinician.  We welcome Greig back to Area II 

as the conductor for our inaugural Genesis Track.
