4. Send six (6) copies for the original piece on 8.5” X 11” paper. Include title, category, bells used chart, optional instruments, and 
duration. DO NOT INCLUDE THE COMPOSER’S NAME ON THESE COPIES. 

5. Prepare a cover sheet containing title, intended playing time , composer’s name, address and evening phone number. 

6. Decision of the judges are final. Area II reserves the right to select entries that, in its sole judgment, are suitable for its festivals’ 
purpose. 

7. Winning entries will be performed at the 2009 Young Ringers; Festival and Festival conferences. 

8. 8. Area II will request a suitable dedication line when the composition is published. Area II reserves the right to be the sole 
dedicatee. 

9. Winning compositions may not be presented or played in any festival, neither area nor local, prior to the 2009 Area II Young 
Ringers’ Festival and Festival Conferences.
