Philadelphia Handbell Ensemble is a community ensemble comprised of 16 auditioned, advanced-level hand-
bells ringers from Pennsylvania, New Jersey and Delaware.  As part of its mission, PHE seeks to promote the 
art and education of handbell ringing and to expand the use of handbells in music education.  One way PHE 
accomplishes this is through its yearly outreach mission. 

 

PHE’s current outreach project is directed to the Philadelphia regional educational community. PHE will do-
nate a 2-octave set of handchimes to an educational organization that has or is planning a program to teach 
music to children up to grade 12.
